A permanent Women’s Consultation Group met for the first time Tuesday 23 June. Desired by the
president to give explicit feedback on the various projects he oversees, vision and shape to any new
initiatives as well as help in identifying cultural priorities for women, the growing group consists of
university professors and mothers, diplomats and journalists, political activists and scientists,
bureaucrats and women in the media. In welcoming them, Cardinal Gianfranco RAVASI, to whom the
Group will refer directly, said he looks forward to hearing their advice and being challenged by their
insights.

The latest edition of the Dicastery's journal has been sent out to
subscribers and has its focus on women's cultures, theme of our
2015 Plenary Assembly. Vol. XXIII 2015 N.2 gathers the fruits of
that meeting, and is a snapshot of the ongoing reflections as we take
up Pope Francis' invitation to discern how to engage with the real
gifts women bring to cultures and to the Church. Those memorable
four days of reflecting on equality and diversity in women’s cultures
with the help of a group of women are captured here with some of
the inputs and some subsequent reflections.

The first at
Luanda, Angola, a Conference on “Paul VI and Liberation Movements”, during a meeting on the
theme “The contribution of the Churches to the process of Independence in Angola” (30 June - 2
July), the second was a high-level meeting held in Yerevan, Armenia, on “Cultural Policy: Policy for
Culture” reflecting on the role of culture in sustainable development in the Framework of the Agenda
of the post-2015 dedicated to the 70" anniversary of the establishment of UNESCO (11 13 July).
